City College is expanding ifs south cam-
pus and is renovating an existing library
building for the new home of the schools
of architecture, landscape architecture
and urban design. A redesigned plaza
will link the newly renovated building
with Aaron Davis Hall, providing an enfry
to this part of the campus.

A new pre-cast concrete exterior skin
has custom designed sun louvers that
carefully control the day lighting of the
interior. A new roof fop amphitheatre
provides an outdoor lecture hall. The
renovated building will utilize the 16
foot floor to floor height of the existing
building fo provide double height studio
spaces and mezzanine level offices. A
new atrium has been cut into the exist-
ing large library floors and it will link all
levels of the building with the first floor
exhibition hall. It is crossed by stairs and
bridges that will animate all of the inte-
rior levels.

This 114,300 sf building is scheduled to
be completed in 2007. Sandra McKee
was the director for the project.
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
