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This house renovation for a prominent
Japanese painter is located in Tokyo.
The renovation focused on convert-
ing the house which was designed for
welcoming guests to view art to a resi-
dence which supports a private life.

The residential spaces were shifted to
the exterior to obtain light. The small
independent dinning and kitchen areas
were combined to form an open living
space with the kitchen screened from
view with a franslucent partition wall
and a concealed door. Masking the
kitchen allows the dining area o be
used for informal visits with guests.

A new corridor provides public circula-
fion to the art studio without intruding on
the private space. From the entry anin-
tense blue wall painted by the owner in
the fraditional ground stone technique
reflects the light from the garden, visu-
ally connecting the entry fo the painting
studio beyond.

The entfry garden was redesigned o
accommodate a parking space and
private entry. A level difference was
utilized to keep the cars out of view of
the garden. The serene atmosphere of
the existing building was maintained yet
updated fo it's new use for less than one
third the cost of a new building.
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
